Codes and Ordinances

Code-friendly for Volunteers who are doing the rebuilding for uninsured people

Conform the 50% rule with property owner’s insurance company provisions.  Many insurance policies won’t provide enough to help property owners meet the 50% requirement.

Retrofit existing structures to meet Category 4 storms

Need condemnation ordinance for residences hurt in hurricane

Demand cleaner, uncluttered lawns.

Enforce city and county codes.

Amend regulations to address increased cost of compliance provisions of NFIP to include all substantially damaged structures, regardless of cause of damage.

Burn debris in fields rather than dumping it along right of way.

Review codes that require fees whenever a disaster occurs if there are no changes to the size of the structure, trailer, etc., that is going back on the property.

Enforce codes to remove substandard housing and dilapidated buildings.

Enforce ordinances addressing trash accumulation including cars, boats, trailers, vacant housing that don’t meet codes.  There was too much trash even before the storm.

Force landowners to clean up their rental and/or abandoned property.

Need mandatory garbage pick up.

Need better focus on County-wide code enforcement for clutter on properties.

Review codes that allow substandard housing on “grandfathered” properties that allow poor housing.    YES

Create city ordinances controlling number of dogs per household.

Need financial help to bring older homes up to current codes.  It would be cheaper to prepare than to repair.

Start enforcing ordinances.  The county should be more involved than the city.

Need requirements strengthened for mobile homes:  skirting, tie-downs, etc.

Need some flexibility in the permitting process in times of emergency 

We don’t need more zoning regulations, just enforcement across the  board and not just where it is convenient.

Enforce flood plain zoning.  Quit building houses in flood area.

Limit number of unrelated people living in single family homes.

Enforce the codes

DeSoto County Building and Zoning is disorganized and basically in shambles

One man’s trash is another man’s treasure.  Code enforcement for deed restricted only

What codes?  There are none to be seen in town.

Implement a minimum housing standard.

Need one standard housing code – city and county-wide

All homes, whether rural or within city limits, should receive the same attention as all the inner-city homes and not always placed on the back of the list.

We need affordable prices on materials to meet codes.

Ensure code enforcers are unbiased.  Codes apply to everyone.

Make replacing roofs a high priority.  Work with Corps of Engineers.

Enforce codes for all, especially the loud music, mowing business lawns, throwing debris in road, etc.

Increase enforcement of housing codes – city and county-wide.

Newcomers should be aware of the local codes and why those codes are in effect.  Are they all effective.

Need County Commission action on legislation to eliminate blight and problems created as a result of lack of cleanup.  And Enforcement.

Need County Ordinance to designate houses as unsafe for habitation – “Clean County Ordinance.”

Why does the “do-it-yourself” person not have to obtain permits?

Enforce existing codes.

Need hurricane code enforcement

Clean up city enforcement of zoning and hold landlords accountable.

Arcadia has 3 hipped roof homes.  Two are in the historic district.  Hipped roofed homes are hurricane resistant.

Enforce codes regardless of money backing owners.

Spread low-income housing.  Don’t cluster into city.

We have too many mobile home sites…need to limit the number of sites.
