5. Tied for fifth place:

· Rebuild the stadium and athletic facilities

Many respondents also want to attract new industry, enhance the Highway 17 corridor, build affordable housing, expand vocational training, and provide better health care and social services.  

Key economic incentives were ranked in the following order:

· Incentives for new and existing businesses

· Creating a Hardee Commerce Park

· Developing marketing cooperatives to promote agricultural products regionally and nationally

· Promoting tourism through Peace River/ new heritage corridor

More than 95 percent of respondents believe the planning process has identified important projects needed to help Hardee County recover from the 2004 hurricanes.

· Special recreation areas on reclaimed lands  hunting, fishing, biking, hiking, canoeing, shooting.

· Partnering with phosphate industry to reclaim land into lakes for recreation which would attract more tourism, retirees, and development.

· Cargo airport and industrial park as co-located on major road.
